On March 29th, 1882, Fr. Michael J. McGivney founded our order in response to
the devastating impact of the untimely death of a father and wage earner, especially
on immigrant families. His vision was to create a mutual aid society, one that would
provide financial support to widows and orphans in the event of a man’s death.

I have often reminded my Brothers that Fr. McGivney was there for us then, and
now it is our turn to be here for our senior priests.

The St. Pius X Residence for Retired Priests serves as a home for these men—
priests who have devoted their lives to serving God and our community. Many have
spent more than 60 years ensuring that Christ’s presence is felt daily in our lives.
